for someone to pick up his second solo release, The Layover EP. But after spinning the album, Evidence will
stay in heavy rotation.

With guest spots from the Alchemist, Will.l.Am, Defari and more, The Layover features six new tracks and an
interlude. The album is pretty cohesive, but Ev stretches to connect the title to the album's contents. "My
Favorite Part of Traveling (Interlude)” i1s a brief encounter at the check-in desk at an airport, where Perretta's flight
has been delayed. It doesn't add much to the album other than linking it to the album's title, along with brief
airport clips at the end of some tracks

The album's highlight comes with the track that combines tight Iyrics, catchy beats and intriguing
instrumentation. “For Whom the Bell Tolls,” mixes bells and chimes behind the rhymes about life and death.
“Some people live their life to die/ Some people live to try and fly and fly sky high/ Some people live their life to
lied | live my life to open up my eyes real wide.”

The Layover also features a sneak peak at another one of Ev's projects. “So Fresh” is a track by The Step
Brothers - Ev's latest endeavor with the Alchemist. The background beats are cheesy to say the least, making it
difficult to focus on any other aspect of the track. Those anticipating the joint effort of Step Brothers should keep
their fingers crossed that the group’s other hits aren't as stale as “So Fresh.”

Luckily, the story of being alone described in “Solitary Confinement” picks up the slack of the last track. Ev raps:
‘Have you had a day where you didn't talk to nobody?’ Saw no people/ Heard no ewil/ Probably turned your
phone off/ Drove with no destination/ Mo nawgation/ Off road to outer places/ Past the city limits.” Could this
person who doesn't mind stepping away from the group to roam solo be Ev breaking ways with Dilated Peoples?
(We doubt it, but it's fun to speculate.)

After giving The Layowver a good listen, check out the included DWVD that features videos from several of the
album’s songs, as well as a few from Evidence’s debut solo album, The Weatherman.
