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The Brighton Port Authority's [ Think Were Gonna Need A Bigger Boat is a happy-go-lucky collection of songs
with a long list of guest performances. Mever heard of BFAY Don't be fooled. Though the group was formed in
2008, the mastermind behind the project has been around for years. Musician Morman Cook (better known as
Fatboy Slim) collaborated with the likes of Iggy Pop, Dizzee Rascal, Dawid Byme, Martha Wainwright and more
to create a danceable album.

Main | Jinreve
members Cook and Simon Thornton gathered other musicians, held warehouse parties and recorded music on Southem Fried HEE?tLdS

where you have been/ Remember where you are... And you know you find a new day dawning/

Every single morning in America,” it sets the tone that instead of dwelling on the past people should focus on
now and the future. Good advice.

The ather highlight here, alongside “Seattle,” is “Toe Jam® featuring Dawvid Byrne and Dizzee Rascal. The track is
nothing short of fun. On Byme's Web site, he explains that he wrote himself and his wnting process in to the
song when he sings, “I'm talking to my tape recorder, walking down the road.” Byme said on his site that
because the song was so upbeat he had to keep the Iyrics positive so he refrained from writing dark melodies.
Could he still be talking about his personal life when he says, "Everyday is fucking perfect, it's a paradise/
Watch my life like it's a movie, have to watch it twice?”
