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Most children’s movies — especially those put out by Disney — carry an underlying theme about how 0
one should act. Of course, Bolt is no different. RS

Bolt is a super-pup (voiced by John Travolta) and the star of a hit television show, though he believes

all of his super hero escapades are real. The director (voiced by James Lipton) believes that if the dog stays in
character continuously the show becomes more believable. (He even has a fit when a boom mic drops in the
shot because that means there is a slight chance that Bolt might see it and become suspicious.) To liven up the
show, since the story line is similar every episode (Bolt's owner Penny gets in trouble and Bolt rescues her),
Bolt is “kidnapped.” He escapes thinking that Penny (voiced by Miley Cyrus) is in danger. From the second he
makes his get away, he searches for Penny. Throughout his voyage he encounters a cat, Mittens (voiced by
Susie Essman).

Bolt believes that all cats are evil since his archenemy on the show has two cat sidekicks. At first he captures
Mittens and interrogates her thinking she is in cahoots with the green-eyed villain, but as their journey to find
FPenny progresses the stray and Bolt become friends. Mittens teaches Bolt how to play fetch, how to beg for
food and how to act like a streetwise animal. Here's where that wholesome Disney message seeps through. Bolt
learns to put stereotypes aside in order to befriend someone who he was raised to despise. People should be
able to ignore stereotypes and accept people for who they are instead of judging them based on other people’s
opinions.

Going one step further than just accepting Mittens, Bolt rescues her from the animal control truck. As the two
animals become comfortable with one another, Mittens starts to think that Bolt will settle for life as a stray, but
to her dismay, he still wants to find “his person® Penny. Mittens was abandoned by her person in the past and
decides she can no longer continue on their journey because she thinks Penny has abandoned Bolt.

Luckily, the little hamster, Rhino {voiced by Mark Walton), who travels in his plastic hamster ball intervenes to
save the day. Since he is obsessed with Bolt's show, he insists they need to continue helping him by offering

some words of wisdom to Mittens. He says, "Don't abandon a friend in their time of need.” So they continue their
trek.

And because there's no such thing as a Disney animation film without a happy ending, Bolt, Rhino, Mittens and
Fenny are all reunited in Hollywood and live happily ever after.
