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Meg & Dia — Here, Here and Here...

Sisters Meg and Dia Frampton (along with Mick Price, Jonathan 0
Snyder and Carlo Gimenez) display some maturity on their  tweets
second release Here, Here and Here. The band's strongest
comparison would be to Paramore, though Meg and Dia
concentrate on their indie-pop vocals and evolving their lyrics, while Hayley
of Paramore focuses most of her energy on her pop-punk image rocking
the Vitamin C hair-do (that shouldve fizzled out just like Vitamin C's
career). But, at times, similarties in Dia's and Hayley's vocals — like
enunciations and wo-ohs — can be heard.

The album has a varnety of fast-paced pop-rock anthems, but also holds a
few slower ballads such as the piano-driven “Bored Of Your Love,” featuring
a duet with Plain White T's Tom Higgenson. Meg & Dia experiment with an array of instrumentation, too, and the
only time it doesn't fit on Here, Here and Here__. is during the ho-down harmonica-infused intro of “Fighting For
Mothing.” The band might be trying to display versatility, but this song is awkwardly placed.

Additionally, Meg & Dia incorporate generic digital effects on “Let's Go Away” that are more suitable on the
manufactured pop recordings of aging artists like Cher and Madonna whose voices are starting to fail them.
Bands should learn to stay true to their own voices and not implement effects just because a producer thinks it's
a good idea. Luckily, “Let's Go Away” is the only time on the album that this happens.

Most of the songs on Here, Here and Here... deal with growing up and progress. “What If" deals with struggling
to find purpose in life while having a lack of support and being put down by peers. With lyrics that go “What if |
find my purpose first?/ What if | fulfill my life’'s work?/ What If you counting on my failure made me live? are
hypothetical questions that everyone asks when searching to find themselves.

Just because the majonty of the album is sincere and reflective doesn't mean Meg & Dia can't have fun with
simple and slightly trvial lyrics. On “Inside My Head” Dia sings, “I'm not any more surprised at your phone calls
at 4 o'clock in the morning/ You try to write me letters like you transformed in to Charles Dickens over night or
something,” and the rhyming of the lyrics makes the song seem more playful than thoughtful.

Cwerall, Meg & Dia's ability to showcase more emotional and developed lyrics and arrangements shows that the
band will have a longer run than some of the indie-pop bands that focus on writing one catchy radio hit laced with
nonsensical lyrics.
