Add the [ame dance beats and the album is boring at best.

Carter's voice is somewhat scratchy but enjoyable on the synth-pop ballad-y track “Siren,” and is probably the
most redeeming part of The Whip's sound. The latter half of X Marks Destination is more bearable, but it's too
little too late. Maybe with the complete atmosphere of the club scene—the strobe lights, alcohol and drugs
included—this album would be worth a second spin, but without all of that, the album is tough to relish.

It's obvious The Whip is influenced by Mew Order, but the band might be more successful if it searches for its
own personality and sound. Perhaps the States isn't the best destination for The Whip.
